A REFLECTION FOR LENT 4: 
The Gospel story of the man born 
blind (John 9:1–41), proclaimed on 
the Fourth Sunday of Lent, is the 

second of the great dramatic passages from the Gospel of 
John. If the woman at the well reveals Christ as the source 
of living water, this episode reveals him as the light who 
gives true sight. The healing itself is extraordinary, yet the 
deeper drama unfolds afterward, as the man who receives 
sight must also choose faith, even when it costs him. 
 
The story begins with a question shaped by the thinking of 
the time: who sinned, this man or his parents, that he was 
born blind? Jesus rejects the idea that suffering is a 
punishment. Instead, he sees an opportunity for God’s works 
to be revealed. He heals the man in a strikingly physical way, 
making mud with saliva and sending him to wash in the pool 
of Siloam. The man obeys and comes back able to see. 
Already we glimpse an important Lenten lesson: faith often 
requires trust before understanding. The man does not argue 
or demand proof; he simply follows Jesus’ instruction, and his 
life changes. 
 
But the true tension begins after the healing. His neighbors 
question him, uncertain whether this can really be the same 
man. The religious authorities investigate because the 
healing occurred on the Sabbath. Rather than rejoicing that 
a man has received sight, they focus on rules and categories. 
The healed man finds himself under pressure, interrogated 
repeatedly, while even his parents withdraw out of fear. The 
story shows that encountering Christ can bring both joy and 
conflict. Conversion is not always comfortable; it may 
challenge accepted opinions or draw criticism from others. 
 
As the questioning intensifies, the man grows in clarity and 
courage. At first he simply says, “The man called Jesus made 
clay and anointed my eyes.” Later he calls Jesus a prophet. 
Eventually, when pressed to denounce him, he responds with 
disarming honesty and conviction. His words are among the 
most beautiful testimonies in the Gospel: “One thing I do 
know, that though I was blind, now I see.” He does not claim 
theological expertise. His authority comes from experience. 
Lent reminds us that faith is not merely ideas about God but 
a living encounter that changes us. 
 
The man’s boldness deepens as he challenges the 
authorities themselves: “If this man were not from God, he 
could do nothing.” In speaking the truth, he is cast out. Yet 
this rejection becomes the moment of deepest grace, 
because Jesus seeks him out again. The story ends not only 
with physical sight but with spiritual vision. When Jesus 
reveals himself as the Son of Man, the healed man responds, 
“Lord, I believe,” and he worships him. 

 
 
This Gospel teaches that true blindness is not the lack of 
physical sight but the refusal to recognize God at work. The 
religious leaders, confident in their knowledge, remain 
spiritually blind, while the once-blind man comes to faith 
through humility and honesty. During Lent, we are invited to 
undergo a similar journey — moving from partial 
understanding toward clearer vision. The story challenges us 
to ask: where do we resist the light? Are we willing to let 
Christ open our eyes, even if it unsettles our comfort or 
expectations? 
 
Ultimately, the man born blind becomes a model disciple. He 
moves from darkness to light, from uncertainty to courage, 
and from healing to worship. His witness encourages us to 
stand firmly in faith and to proclaim, with gratitude and 
simplicity, that Christ has changed our lives.
